The applicant acknowledges that approval of the Variance Application is based on the
documentation at the time of application. If at any point during the review or inspection process the
Airport notices deviations from the approved variance, the approval becomes null and void. The
applicant will then need to comply with the Tenant Improvement Design Criteria or file a new
Variance Application based on the revised plans.

Tenant must obtain Airport Approval prior to submitting to Structural Engineering & Code Inspection
Division (SECI) or Planning, Building & Code Enforcement (PBCE) for permitting.

If a design variance is requested while the project is under construction, Tenant must submit a new
Variance Application for each variance for review and approval by the Airport.
